Friday, July 18 Serbian Day (1917)

Scottish Day 2008 will feature lots of special entertainment, including Bagpipers, fiddlers, traditional
entertainment and dancers. Festivities will be located in Pavilion 5.

Saturday, August 30 Croatian Day (1917)

Their special program begins at 4:30 PM in Pavilion 5. A dance highlights the evening at Pavilion 1 from
7:30 -10 PM.
